“The Spirit of the Lord will not lead
me where His Grace cannot protect me”. |
took charge as Principal of this College on
30th August 2017 and | will be completing
my tenure here towards the end of March
2020. So prior to my retirement from
service it is with a deep sense of gratitude
to God Almighty that | stand before you to
present the Prncipal's Report for the
academic year 2019-2020.

In the nearly three years | have
been here as Principal | am proud and
happy that 2 projects of importance had
been undertaken - RUSA and Thanal. Our
College had been shortlisted by RUSA to
receive financial assistance of Rs. Two
crore for infrastructural development. We
have already received Rs. 35 lakhs in the
Bank from RUSA. It is hoped that we will
s00nN receive the remaining amount so that
all the pending works can start before the
baginning of the next academic year.
Through Thanal project we could also
build a house for a poor girl student of our
college in 2017-2018. During the flood in
2018 our students and staff through the
Project SEVANA had contributed in cash
and kind to help the flood victims and prior
to that with the fund collected we had
provided study materials to poor school
students. In 2019 during the Flood we had
collected Rs. 150000 from staff and
students and the provisions purchased
were flagged off by our MLA, Shri Raju
Abraham to the Collection centre at
Pramadom in Pathanamthitta.

The new academic year 2019-2020
began with the College re-opening on
June 4th 2018, The college has 9 degree
courses and 4 P G courses. The total stu-
dent's strength of this year is 904 which
consist of 828 students in the aided stream
and 76 students in self-financing stream.
More than half of the students are girls.
The college has a well equipped Computer
centre and a Central Library with 35435
books, jounals and magazines. Among
teaching faculty, there are 42 permanent
teachers on the roll.

There are at present 10 Guest lectur-
ers in the aided stream and 7 Guest lectur-
ers in self finance stream. We have only 09
MNon teaching staff serving the institution.
Mr. James Uthuppan, Head Accountant
had retired from service in October 2019,
The Principal of the College Prof. (Dr.)

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Gender Parity in Kerala
A PARADOX

Kerala is known for its high Human
Development Index which is in par with
many developed countries of the world and
is popularly known as 'Kerala Model' of
development. The stride it has achieved in
the field of literacy, education and health
care cannot be compared with any other
states of India. The efforts made by the state
since its inception in 1956 in reducing
mortality rate and feddility rate and also in
arresting population growth is noteworthy. It
is the only state in India with sex ratio in
favour of women, often credit for these
achievements are given to women of Kerala,
who with their high level of literacy and
education are known to have worked hand in
hand with men to accomplish these aims.
Against this backdrop, this article analyse
whether the feals achieved by the state has
translated into emancipation and upliftment
of women and thereby ensuring gender
parity.

Ferala has always altracled the
attention of people world over thanks to the
demographic transition it has achieved and
advancement it has made in social realms of
life. But the status of women as portrayed in
the Kerala Model is rather a myth than a
reality; feminist's scholars challenge the
reference of women of Kerala as liberalised
to be totally mistaken and misinterpretation
of facts. Scholars defy this argument by
pointing out the declining property rights of
women in Kerala, the all-pervasive spread of
dowry in marriage, the rising vioclence
against women, the channelling of women's
education and employment towards
‘marriage ability’ women's lower rate of
migration, the excessive burden of fertility
control that women bear, the un-dented
supremacy of patnarchal, cultural and social

norms and longer life span for women when

they lack other kinds of economic and social
support( Mukhopaddhyay, 2007).

While claiming to be advanced socially and
in political and demographic realm, literally
women of Kerala are still backward and
have a long way to go. One of the highest
rates of crime against women is recorded in
Kerala and incidence of domestic violence
against women is also on the rise, in fact it
is one of the highest in our country. High
levels of literacy, life expectancy and wage
earings are three basic indicators that lead
to gender development as endorsed by
UNDP, but gender development at the
ground level will take place only when the
development in these spheres are utilized
for personal growth. When we analyze the
Kerala model of development it becomes
evident that the achievements have
managed to secure no freedom from patriar-
chy —at the best these women have gained
greater space within its terms, which often
oppresses other women (Devika Jain,
2014).

In spite of progress in various fields a
matter of great concern is, figures show that
the crimes against women are on a rise and
gender discrimination and human right
violations against women is rampant. The
report of a Study conducted by Institute of
Social Sciences, New Delhi, for the State
Police Chief, Government of Kerala, illus-
trates that crime against women in Kerala is
widespread and universal, irrespective of
the socio economic background of the
victims. But majority of the cases are from
lower socio-economic groups as people
from middle and upper classes rarely
register cases.

Domestic violence is another important
crime against women and studies show that
51.4% of the crimes are related to domestic

41



|T:rimes which are more common among the
women who are between 26 to 40 years
(44.9%). Violence occurring within the
family, which is referred as Domestic
violence, cuts across lines of race, nationality,
language, culture, economics, sexual
orientation, physical ability and religion to
affect people from all walks of life. It is the
most pervasive form of gender violence
(Dept of Women & Child, 2005).

Various types of sexual assaults,
ranging from eve teasing to rape, come
under the category of crime against women.
Maodernisation has only aggravated the
problem. Poverty coupled with alcoholism is
the root cause for cnime against women. But
there are other causes among which the
most vulnerable ones are social media and
modern ICT tools(State & Chief, 2013).

In a socially and educationally
advanced state like Kerala, what makes
men manhandle women? Why do women
tolerate this ill-treatment knowing very well
the legal protection available to her? In the
predominantly patriarchal sociely of ours,
men consider them to be superior to women
and believe that he has complete control
over the mind and body of his partner after
marriage. The recently released movie
‘The great Indian Kitchen' poses similiar
questions to us. Second question is as to
why a woman, that to a literate and educated
woman from a state like Kerala tolerate
violence or should live with this threat, it can
be because she doesnt have another
alternative or no one else to fall back to and
also for the fear of being comered by the
society.

To sum up, why is it that there are
s0 many contradictions working at the same
time in our society? Why is it that women are
completely adhering to the noms put
forward by the patrarchal forces? Unlike
women in other states, women of Kerala are
not eliminated before birth; they are given
enough education, treated equally in educa-
tional institutions, but what really happens

after that? Literature shows that though they
are treated equally, they are also always
reminded that they should not question the
boundaries between public and domestic
sphere, at home they are always reminded
of being submissive to men, and this is
otherwise referred to as ‘adjustment’, the
brunt of which they bear throughout their life.
This adjustment or suppression of her
feeling is one of the main reason why the
mental health of women of Kerala is poor
and also a reason for high rate of suicide in
Kerala. " Thus we have a situation in which
women may look entirely confident, ambi-
tious and outgoing, but simply do not have
the courage to stand up against the
patriarchal controls- it is the successful
adjustment to patriarchy, not overcoming it,
that underlies such confidence. And at
times, the strain becomes too high. resulting
in suicide attempts (Jain, Sujaya, 2014).7
This is exactly why the statement that “there
is gender parity in Kerala is just a Paradox’.
